Full-length (20 to 45 min.) fulldome feature shows can be entered again for the 6th FullDome Festival in 2012.

FullDome Festival Categories in 2011

1. Fulldome short films 

(Shorts up to 15 min long, to be shown on Thursday, May 12, 2011; "best-of" selection shown at the Festival Gala on Saturday, May 14.) 

Participation is open to all non-student show producers including companies, independent producers and freelancers. Entries may be commercial or non-commercial productions as well as trailers and excerpts of feature shows. All entries in this category must have been produced after January 1, 2009. The entries will be presented publicly at the Jena Zeiss Planetarium on Thursday, May 12, 2011. Shows selected in this category will be presented publicly and in full length again during the Festival Gala at the Zeiss-Planetarium Jena on Saturday, May 14, 2011 and are short-listed for the Audience Award.

2. Student fulldome productions

(Contributions up to 5 minutes long, to be shown on Friday, May 13, 2011; "best-of" selection shown at the Festival Gala on Saturday, May 14.)
Contributions are admitted exclusively from students enrolled at universities inside and outside Germany. Contributions may have a maximum length of 5 min and must have been produced after May 1st, 2010. They will be presented publicly at the Jena Zeiss Planetarium on Friday, May 13, 2010 („Student’s Night“).

Outstanding student shows will be included in the Festival Gala program on Saturday and short-listed for the three Fulldome Awards as decided by the jury and the public, as well as for the VisuaLiszt Awards if applicable (see »VisuaLiszt« special program below).

3. »VisuaLiszt« special program

On the occasion of the composer's 200th birthday, and in the context of the „Franz Liszt Year 2011“, media artists all over the globe are invited to submit fulldome visualizations based on pieces of music by Franz Liszt. Participation is open to students, professional and freelance producers. Show lengths of student and non-student entries must not exceed 5 minutes and 15 minutes, respectively. A "best-of" selection from all show days will be presented at the Gala on May 14. A jury will assess the entries and confer the „VisuaLiszt Awards“. 

FullDome Festival Gala 

(Saturday, May 14. 2010)

This event will present outstanding student contributions and short films from all areas of the fulldome medium, as shortlisted by the jury. Award winners will receive the jury's FullDome Awards ("Creative" and "Performance" awards to the best student entries, and VisuaLiszt Awards), as well as the Audience Awards to student productions and short films as decided by the spectators' ballot.
Competition Rules
1. The productions submitted to the Festival and short-listed by the jury will be presented exclusively within the 5th FullDome Festival at the Jena Zeiss Planetarium. Among the productions short-listed and presented, the jurors will select the award winners. 

In addition, a selection of the contributions entered for the VisuaLiszt Award will be publicly presented in the Jena Zeiss Planetarium's official program of the Franz Liszt Year from June 18 to July 3, 2011, under the title „The Heavens above Liszt - The VisuaLiszt Reel 2011“.

All entries will be evaluated by common criteria, viz.:

Content and treatment, technical implementation, artistic design, creativity, originality, narrative quality, entertainment value, and general contribution to the artistic, innovative and technical advancement of the full-dome medium.

2. FullDome Awards

At the 5th FullDome Festival, the best entries as assessed by a panel of expert jurors will win the following awards:

• VisuaLiszt Awards to fulldome contributions to the special »VisuaLiszt« program, with prize money totalling €7.500 sponsored by the Thuringian Ministry of Education and Culture; organized by the Kunstverein Apolda Avantgarde e.V. and supported by the "Impulsregion".
• Creative Award (best idea) to a student production, with €500 prize money donated by Carl Zeiss AG;
• Performance Award (best implementation) to a student production, with €500 prize money donated by Carl Zeiss AG;
• Audience Award as balloted by the spectators of the Festival Gala, with €500 prize money donated by Carl Zeiss AG;
• Honorary Awards (without prize money) for special achievements.

At the Gala and award ceremony on May 14, all short-listed and award-winning contributions will be shown in a "best-of" presentation.

3. The award-winning shows will be compiled in a „Jena FullDome Festival Reel“, which will be made available to interested full-dome theaters and other potential facilities capable of presenting it. The Festival Reel or parts of it may only be presented for non-commercial purposes.

4. The Festival participants confirm that they are owners of all copyrights of their productions (including pictures and sound) and that there are no third-party rights.

The Festival participants authorize the host of the festival to give permissions to present the Festival Reel for non-commercial purposes.

5. The Festival host guarantees not to present the participants' contributions without naming the respective copyright owners or indicating them in the closing credits.

6. The Festival participants permit the host to use stills and produce trailers (including pictures and sound) to be used on the internet and in print and other media for the purpose of advertising the Festival and the Festival Reel.

7. The host assumes no liability for damage to the materials and data carriers entered for the Festival.

8. The decisions of the jurors are final.

9. By entering their respective production(s), the participants accept these Competition Rules for the 5th FullDome Festival.

Entry Requirements

Festival contributions must satisfy the following requirements:

Time of production 

Fulldome shorts: January 1,2009, or later

Student productions: May 1, 2010, or later

Length

Fulldome shorts: 15 min at maximum

Student productions:5 min at maximum

Format

• DomeMaster format, 24 bit RGB, 180° equidistant image field, consecutively numbered picture sequences starting at 0, filenames following the  „My_Work_00000.png“ scheme, without umlauts, without special characters or symbols; „MyWork“ to be specifically replaced and the underline character to precede the final group of digits (example: Orange-Version1_00000.png, Orange-Version1_00001.png, Orange-Version1_00002.png, …)

• DomeMaster orientation: below = front, left = east (dome at left), right = west (dome at right), top = rear;

• Resolution: 3k (3072 x 3072) or 4k (4096 x 4096), square pixels;

2k (2048 x 2048 pixels) permissible for student works;

• Picture format: PNG (JPG or TGA are admitted; no TIF);

• Frame rate: 30 fps;

• Sound: Stereo as wav file or 5.1 surround (L/C/R/LS/RS/LFE), each channel separate in uncompressed WAV format, 16-bit, 48 kHz, filenames identical to frame filenames according to the scheme above (example: Orange-Version1_L.wav,  Orange-Version1_C.wav,… or Orange-Version1_stereo.wav). 

Important: For synchronization, the sound must begin with the first frame!

All contributions must be sent on DVD, flash-drives or external hard disk memories (FireWire or USB 2.0, NTFS, formatted).

Entrants are responsible for their data carriers to be free of viruses.

Inscriptions required on the data carriers: 

• Title of the show

• Name and affiliation of the entrant

• Phone number

• E-Mail address

The Registration Form (see Annex) must be sent together with the data carrier. 

For registration, entrants must provide at least the following information:

• Title of the show

• Brief description (maximally 1,500 characters including spaces)

• Producer and year of completion

• Length of the show in minutes and seconds

• Language in which the show will be presented (preferably English or German)

• Name and delivery address of the entrant

• Telephone number and E-Mail address

The data carriers will be returned to the entrants during or after the Festival.
