PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Solo show in Buenos Aires, Argentina. It was shown at La 
Paternal Espacio Proyecto (LPEP), in the City of Buenos Aires 
(2017). The exhibition was also part of FASE 9.0 – a well-known 
art festival where art and technology meet. The art installation I 
presented was named “The Internet is my favorite artist” and 
comes from observing and reflecting on the way in which the 
Internet has impacted the field of art; how we see and create art, 
promoting collaborative, open and democratic processes that 
combine different fields. The GIFs, the phrases wrote by hand 
with ink and the framed watercolors explore the intersection 
between the constant superficial promotion that we make of 
ourselves in the digital world, making intimacy a public content.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The installation is integrated by different pieces such as phra-
ses, drawings, audios and videos that propose a critical reflec-
tion of our immediate reality. The focus is on the observation of 
ourselves, The Other and what is produced in that encounter, 
carried out in the new digital scenario in which we live. I work on 
the Internet as the main common scenario, because thanks to 
its immediacy and omnipresence we are available for that 
encounter with the other at any time and from any place. The 
animated GIFs that are part of the work narrate experiences 
generated in social networks. The phrases or statements seem 
or are taken from conversations hosted on these platforms. The 
drawings work as visual exercises in the construction of our own 
subjectivities.

1 GIF PER DAY, this project started with the need to give more 
consistency to my personal production of GIFs, resulting in a 
highly visual travel journal space.
Some of these GIFs have been made in other cities where I 
have lived or in transit such as Lima, Buenos Aires, and Paris. 
The images produced are a reflection of everyday life and the 
experiences lived in these communities.
