•Describe a form of self-organisation from your everyday life.
If I need to describe the self-organization in my daily life, I can give an example of planning. I can only organize myself by planning. This is the most useful and correct method. I plan ahead for that day so that my day will not be empty and messy. Planning is of great importance in order to create an orderly environment. For example, typing, using calendar and creating reminders. All these combine to create an order in daily life. As a result, since a single piece alone cannot produce a sound or something similar, I have created both visual and auditory integrity based on the multiplicity of the same parts.
